Attention Deficit (Hyperactivity) Disorder (AD(H)D) is a medically diagnosed condition and is currently amongst the most commonly diagnosed disorders of childhood. It is estimated that AD(H)D affects five to ten per cent of children and adolescents in the UK, with up to one in 100 severely affected. Symptoms usually develop between the ages of three and seven, with boys more likely to be affected than girls.  Pupils with AD(H)D can cause disruption in the classroom, and dealing with pupils who have, or are suspected to have, AD(H)D can be tricky. Educators need an understanding of the disorder in order to play to the strengths of such pupils, thus maximising learning and enjoyment of schooI.
